 A number of incidents such as 911 Incident in New York (2001), the SARS outbreak in Hong Kong 

(2003), the earthquake in Japan (2011), the Global Financial Crisis (2007-2012), the 1st HKDSE Examination 

in Hong Kong (2012) etc. remind us that ñResilience trainingò is essential and there is the need to bounce back 

after an emotional setback.

 Recently, I have come across óSeven Factors of Resilienceô presented by two psychologists, Dr Andrew 

Shatte and Dr Karen Reivich.  You may retrieve their articles, watch the related videos and read the transcripts 

about óSeven Factors of Resilienceô by using the Yahoo Search Engine.  For your initial information, the Sev-

en Factors of Resilience include (1) Emotion Regulation ï ability to control your feelings particularly when 

you are in the midst of adversity; (2) Impulse Control ï similar to Emotion Regulation; a longitudinal study 

indicates that the kids who could delay gratification and control their impulses when they were eight are doing 

better at 18; (3) Self Efficacy ï Believe in yourself; and four other competency factors.   

 

I believe together we make the difference.  Together Everyone Achieves More.

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Interview with Mr. Harvey Chan  
Harvey Chan graduated from Cheung Teen in 1974, and then he continued his studies in Canada. He 

has established himself as an illustrator since graduation from Ontario College of Art and Design after-

wards.  

 

ñ The image of Cheung Teen? Umé it was quite harsh to 

keep up with my study at that time.ò  

 

Mr. Chan was a science student at that time. He had a bad 

time with his physics and chemistry subjects. 

 

ñ I was interested in physics, but when it came to the topic 

of electricity, I was defeated. My chemistry was not good 

too.ò 

 

But there are still some good anecdotes. 

 

ñI remember that volleyball had only started to become popular at that time. Our schoolmates didnôt 

know how to play it well at all. The fun thing was that there was a sea of people standing around the court 

and watching, but all the players hit aces all the time and won with one serve.ò 

 

 Being asked why he chose art as his career, he just answered ñBecause I grew up reading comics and had 

some interest in drawing.ò 

    

   He also noted the difference between handing in V.A. homework in schools and dealing with the work 

in his career. 

 

   ñItôs about how you bear the responsibilities given by your customers and your own reputation. In 

schools, you just have to hand it in and draw it right. But you need to have some sense of your own of art 

in the career of drawing.ò 

    

    Harvey has received numerous awards through his career as an illustrator. He has also created two se-

ries of coin designs for the Royal Canadian Mint and most recently, the Year of the Rat stamp design for 

Canada Post.
